Jared has 
published 5 books of poetry, and his latest 'Lake Michigan and Other Poems,' published 
by Puddin'head Press, will be available for sale.   

The final poetry reading will be on April 26th, from 7 pm to 9 pm, at Lou Malnati’s, 131 
West Jefferson in Naperville. Attendees will be able to order Lou Malnati’s food and 
drink while listening to Naperville Writers Group members read their own poems and 
selected favorites from other poets. 

The Academy of American Poets established National Poetry Month in 1996, to increase 
public awareness of the art of poetry, living poets, and our poetic heritage. Since then this 
month long, national celebration of poetry has grown to be the largest literary celebration 
in the world.
